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NICVA call for recognition of the Voluntary and Community Sector’s
Role in Tackling Economic Inactivity

NICVA briefed the Committee for Economy at
Stormont today to highlight the Voluntary and
Community Sector's role in tackling economic
inactivity and the impending UK Shared Prosperity
Fund funding cliff edge.

Both issues are critical in the short, medium, and long
term to building a robust and sustainable economy.

NICVA’s Chief Executive Celine McStravick,
alongside voluntary and community sector colleagues
currently delivering work aimed at addressing
economic inactivity, talked to the committee about the
crucial role the Voluntary and Sector can play in
getting Northern Ireland’s economy working for
everyone .

Economic Inactivity

Economic Inactivity is when a person aged 16-64 is
neither in work, nor looking/available for work due to a
unique set of circumstances. It's a distinct category,
different to being unemployed. People deemed
economically inactive are more likely to be people
with a disability and/or long-term health condition,
carers, women, people from an ethnic minority or
those with multiple or complex needs. These, and
other groups of people affected, are the people who
the Voluntary and Community Sector works with and
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supports every day, so we believe the Sector has a
key role to play in reducing economic inactivity rates.

There has been a shift in the underlying reasons for
economic inactivity over the past 25 years. The
proportion inactive due to family and home care
reasons has reduced substantially and long-term
sickness is now the largest contributor to inactivity.
Around. 48,000 of those who are inactive (15% of the
total) locally would like to work, which shows the need
for understanding of the unique barriers people face
and need to overcome these and to unlock their
labour market potential.

The Voluntary and Community Sector can be at the
heart of this development of our economy.

UK Shared Prosperity Fund

To date, £57 million has been invested in Northern
Ireland through the UK Shared Prosperity Fund
(UKSPF) in projects delivering on UK Government’s
commitment to support many more people to move
from economic inactivity into sustainable employment.
There are over 100 organisations funded to deliver
programmes via UKSPF , currently supporting over
26,000 + people to access employment. There is
evidence this money is having a real impact with rates
of economic inactivity decreasing.

NICVA, say we need to build on these projects
success and maintain progress.

However, NICVA are concerned about the future of
this funding, which is currently due to come to an end
in March 2025. If a longer-term solution isn’t found,
funding for organisations will fall off a cliff edge and
the people who rely on these services will be left
without access to much needed support, further
marginalising them from the current labour market.
What does the future hold?
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The Economy brief at Stormont includes
employability, skills, economic infrastructure, driving
inclusive and sustainable growth as well as the
operation of various EU funding programmes.

Our sector plays a key role in all of these areas.
Recent data suggests interventions to address
economic inactivity are working, as the figures have
been steadily decreasing. However, this needs to be
sustained and put on a long-term footing to ensure
that this trajectory continues.

NICVA Chief Executive Celine McStravick said: “We
need to see things like the implementation of the anti-
poverty strategy, a new childcare strategy and much
more. Our Sector plays a vital role in Northern Irish
society, so we need longer term funding and a seat at
the table when it comes to making the big decisions.
Reducing economic inactivity is a key part of any
economic strategy, but siloed department structures

and responsibilities often hold back collaboration and
joined up thinking.

“The Voluntary and Community sector is at the front
line of the delivery of services to reduce economic
inactivity. It has a key role to play in conversations
and strategies around inclusive economic growth.
Generating prosperity and reducing poverty requires
investment in physical and social infrastructure and is
ultimately a good return on investment. We're a vital
part of the public service infrastructure, with a reach
and expertise that the public sector doesn’t have into
communities.

“We provide a different perspective on the economy,
economic growth and wealth building that needs to be
heard if our politicians truly want to create a society
where everyone prospers”.

Minister Muir seeks views on proposals aimed at protecting Marine

Environment

DAERA Minister Andrew Muir has said immediate action is needed to tackle the twin crises of

biodiversity loss and climate change.

The Minister was speaking as he launched two
consultations seeking views on two proposals
aimed at improving protection of our marine
environment.

The development of an updated Marine Protected
Areas Strategy (MPA) and the Blue Carbon Action
Plan will contribute to the effective management of
the Northern Ireland marine environment, helping to
address biodiversity loss while also realising wider
environmental and societal benefits. Both recognise
the need to embed nature-based solutions in plans
and policies to meet the net zero target, as
described under the NI Climate Change Act (2022).

Launching the Blue Carbon Action Plan
consultation, the Minister said: “The development of
this Action Plan signifies a pivotal moment in our
understanding of how marine ecosystems can help
contribute to climate change mitigation and
adaptation. It recognises that if these habitats
become degraded or damaged their ability to
capture and store greenhouse gases declines.”

The development of the Action Plan has taken
place in tandem with a Review of the Marine
Protected Areas Strategy offering a timely
opportunity to consider the protection and
restoration of blue carbon habitats within the
existing Marine Protected Areas network.

Speaking on the consultation of the Review of the
Marine Protected Areas Strategy, the Minister said:
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“Since the publication of the first MPA Strategy in
2014 our understanding of how MPAs function and
the role that marine ecosystems play in climate
change adaption and mitigation has grown
significantly.”

The Minister continued: “We need to take
immediate action to tackle the twin crises of
biodiversity loss and climate change. These
consultations will help ensure that our marine
environment is managed in a way that will help
address biodiversity loss and harness wider
environmental and societal benefits.

“I would strongly encourage anyone who feels they
can contribute, in words and also in actions, to
respond to these consultations so that together we
can produce an updated MPA Strategy and a Blue
Carbon Action Plan that will both bring wide-ranging
benefits to our environment and society.”

The consultation documents and online
questionnaire are available from today on

the DAERA website(external link opens in a new
window / tab) and also at Consultation on the
Northern Ireland Marine Protected Areas (MPAs)
Strategy Review. The online questionnaire will be
available for twelve weeks until 5pm on 11 July
2024.

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Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission Celebrates 25th Anniversary

On 1 March the Northern Ireland Human Rights
Commission celebrated its 25™ anniversary.

The Commission was created in 1999 following
commitments made in the Belfast (Good Friday)
Agreement and in accordance with provisions in the
Northern Ireland Act 1998. It was the first National
Human Rights Institution in the United Kingdom and on
the island of Ireland. It was also the first to achieve A
status recognition from the United Nations for operating
in full compliance with the Paris Principles (UN General
Assembly resolution 48/134).

Over 25 years the Commission has fulfilled its mandate
providing advice to governments in Westminster and
Stormont ensuring that legislation affecting Northern
Ireland is compliant with human rights law; it has
exercised legal powers in the courts to challenge
incompatible laws and the actions of government
departments and other public authorities when there
have been violations; it has investigated systemic issues
concerning public policy and service provision to
improve compliance; and, it has promoted a greater
understanding of human rights for everyone within
society. In partnership with its equivalent institution in
Ireland, the Commission has also had a globally unique
mandate through a joint committee to consider human
rights issues affecting human rights on the island across
both jurisdictions.

Reflecting on the work and achievements of the
Commission, Alyson Kilpatrick, Chief Commissioner of
the Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission, said:

“Human rights were an integral component of the Belfast
(Good Friday) Agreement and were recognised as vital
in the efforts to address discrimination, inequalities, and
build a reformed, peaceful, and just society. The
Commission has had an important job to monitor, advise
and challenge government in pursuing this vision.

"Over 25 years, the Commission has been instrumental
in bringing about changes that have protected a wide
range of human rights. There is no doubt that
considerable progress has been made during that time.
We are grateful to the work of all the Commissioners and
staff for their valued contributions. Much of the changes
we have seen have only been made possible by the
strong network of civil society organisations that partner
and support our work. We thank them for their
engagement with the Commission and recognise their
vital role as human rights defenders.

"Many challenges remain and having a strong and
independent National Human Rights Institution is just as
important today as it was when first envisaged. The
measure of a Commission for the next 25 years will
continue to be when it shines light on issues affecting
those who are most marginalised and when it acts in
defence of the most vulnerable people in society. At the
same time, we must continue to champion the
commitment of universal human rights for all.”

History and Heritage combine under one roof

A combined public archive which brings together several thousand years of Northern
Ireland’s history and heritage has been officially unveiled in Belfast.

HEROoNI is now co-locating with the Public Record Office
of Northern Ireland (PRONI), utilising a purpose-built
archive centre in the heart of the Titanic Quarter.
HERONI holds information on all elements of Northern
Ireland's historic environment in the form of databases,
written records, maps, photographic, drawn and digital
material.

Communities Minister Gordon Lyons visited PRONI this
week and viewed some of the HERoNI Archives.
Minister Lyons said: “This is a welcome co-location
bringing together two archives into one purpose-built
centre in the Titanic Quarter. This move combines these
two important archives under one roof, housing a wealth
of Northern Ireland’s history and heritage. In doing so, it
will facilitate ease of access for the public and provide a
comprehensive resource for interested researchers. The
HEROoNI archives hold information on thousands of years
of Northern Ireland’s historic environment. A taster of
what is on offer includes records, images and drawings
relating to archaeological sites, listed buildings, Industrial
and defence heritage, to name but a few.
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“I would encourage anyone interested in history to visit

and explore the HERoNI and PRONI historic
documents.”

You can visit a special exhibition which is showcasing
some of the fascinating collections held in
HERoNI. These include:

o artefacts excavated from Deer Park Farm;

¢ an early Medieval rath in County Antrim;

¢ designs from local stained glass firm ‘Clokey’s
Belfast’, which was in operation from the mid1800s
until the 1970s;

¢ the reconstructed Donaghmore high cross standing at
over five metres tall.

The Minister for Communities has given the green
light to the Department for Communities to carry out a
consultation on the introduction of a charity
registration threshold for small charities in NI.

The Department is putting the finishing touches to the
consultation document and is hoping to launch a 12-
week consultation around the 20 May 2024. ltis
planning to hold consultation events both in person
and online at the end of May and the first two weeks

in June, dates to be confirmed.

It is important that all voluntary organisations are
made aware of this consultation and encouraged to
participate in it, including submitting a response.
While the consultation period is 12 weeks, it is
acknowledged that many small organisations may not
operate over the summer and may therefore need to
get their consultation responses in by the end of
June.

UN Committee publishes report on follow-up to 2016 Inquiry

The United Nations Committee on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities has published a report on its follow-up to
its 2016 UK inquiry.

The report examines what action the UK Government
and NI Executive have taken, to ensure that people with
a disability can enjoy the rights to independent living,
employment and an adequate standard of living since
the 2016 inquiry was carried out.

In its report the Committee has expressed concern that
‘there has been no significant progress for disabled
people throughout the UK concerning their right to living
independently and being included in the community’. It
describes some reforms and policies that had been
undertaken to provide financial support, accessible
housing, and transport, as inadequate considering the
cost-of-living crisis.

In relation to the Work Capability Assessment, the
Committee has concluded that it is ‘the evidence
overwhelmingly demonstrates that this process is not
trauma informed, not sufficiently linked to other services
and support, and not suitable to assist people to be job
ready’.

The Committee acknowledges that progress in Northern
Ireland has been delayed due the suspension of the
Executive and highlights the budgetary decisions made
during the period of suspension of the devolved
institutions which have negatively impacted disabled
people have yet to be reversed or redressed.

The report refers to Northern Ireland being hit especially
hard by the loss of EU funds. The European Social Fund
was replaced by UK Shared Prosperity Fund which does
not provide the same standard of support to disabled
people accessing employment in Northern Ireland, it
offers £20million less in funding and will end in March
2025.

In a joint response to the
report, in their role as
the Independent
Mechanism for NI
(IMNI), Geraldine
McGahey, Chief

Commissioner, Equality Commission for Northern
Ireland and Alyson Kilpatrick, Chief Commissioner,
Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission said:

“We welcome the publication of the report, but
unfortunately, we are not surprised by its content, which
reports ‘no significant progress has been made by the
State Party concerning the situation of persons with
disabilities addressed in the inquiry proceedings’ and
‘signs of regression in the standards and principles of
the Convention’. No doubt many will find this both
shocking and concerning.

“We have continually raised our serious concerns about
the lack of progress in addressing and implementing the
UN Committee’s recommendations and the very real
impact this has on disabled people’s lives in Northern
Ireland. We need action and leadership to address the
issues highlighted in this report.

“It is imperative that the Department for Communities
and the NI Executive urgently take steps to finalise, in
conjunction with the Disability Strategy Co-Design Group
and other stakeholders, a Disability Strategy for Northern
Ireland. This will ensure that disabled people and their
representatives have their voices heard and we can
move forward with policy and initiatives to fully realise
their rights and equality entitlements as set out in the
UNCRPD,” concluded the Commissioners.

The UK Government and NI Executive have obligations
through the UNCRPD, as well as Windsor Framework
Article 2 to uphold rights and equality protections for
persons with disabilities.

Climate Action Fund — Our Shared Future Opens for UK Applications

The National Lottery Community Fund (NLCF) has
launched its new £20 million ‘Climate Action Fund —
Our Shared Values’ as part of its wider Climate Action
programme.

Triangle Trust to Open for UK Applications with New Focus for 2024

Following on from its change in funding strategy last
year, the Triangle Trust 1949 Fund is focusing its
funding in 2024 solely on not-for-profit organisations
working with vulnerable young women and girls who
have been in the criminal justice system or who are at a
high risk of entering it.

The Trust holds two grants rounds per year with grants
of up to £80,000 over two years (up £40,000 can be
requested per year):

Capital Grant Scheme

The Sports Development Capital Grant Programme
provides financial assistance to eligible Sports Clubs
for the delivery of capital projects and the purchase of
capital equipment. ‘Capital Expenditure’ is defined as
expenditure for purchase, improvement, restoration
and construction of an asset directly related to the
applicant organisation. It should have ‘physical
substance’ i.e. be a tangible asset that can be listed on
an asset register or a company’s balance sheet (e.g.
equipment, buildings) for use in the delivery of an
organisation’s activities; and it should have a useful life
of more than one year.

The Council has set aside £45,000 for

2024/25 financial year and can award up to 50% of
eligible capital costs with a maximum award of £5,000
in respect of any one project. Following grant
assessment and allocations and if there is funding
remaining, Council may consider awarding grants of
more than £5,000 should the need be identified and in
merit order.
